Å Main building approx 250 m2, seats 180

Å Separate toilet block, changing rooms etc

ÅLarge open flat area (ex bowling greens)

ÅVehicle access from Nihil and Tagalad

History of TagaladReserve (MBBC)

Mission Bay Bowling Club 
terminates its lease in 2016. 
Land and buildings revert to 

Auckland Council

believed that there was no 
need for the reserve / asset

It was transferred to  Panuku
to begin the divestment  

process, despite Local Board 
undertaking consultation to 
identify potential new uses

Private entities approach Council 
for joint venture / all options 
being looked at by local board

nǊņkeiLocal Board continues 
to make the case that the 

reserve is needed

Board begins working with 
the community to identify 
new uses for the reserve

ÅReduction of height of 2 buildings

ÅRemoval of movie theatre

ÅRemoval of bars and restaurants on 2nd level

ÅRemoval of all public space

ÅSlight increase to height of tallest building



Our view

ÅMinimal improvement to visual bulk
Å Still too tall and bulky for Mission Bay

Å5ƛǎǊŜƎŀǊŘǎ ǇǳǊǇƻǎŜ ƻŦ Ψ[ƻŎŀƭ /ŜƴǘǊŜ ½ƻƴŜΩ
Å No facilities for local residents
Å Less hospitality space than now
Å Retains apartments at expense of local facilities
